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Multnomah County Monthly Jail Statistics 
June 2008 

 

Standard bookings for June 2008 totaled 2589, a slight decrease from May but similar to the past several 

months.  This decrease in standard bookings was accompanied by modest increases in TSI and cite & ID 

bookings, as well as a slight decline in Project 57 bookings. 

 

The average daily inmate population dropped precipitously over May, from 1549 to 1444.  Average 

length of stay increased just slightly from 17.42 days to 17.9 days.À  There were no emergency 

population releases in June.   

 

Inmates in jail pretrial, post trial and for holds all declined from June 1 to July 1, with those jailed post-

trial and on holds reaching their lowest levels in the past 18 months (354 and 511, respectively).  The 

count of those held pre-trail more than 150 days declined slightly over the previous month to just under
