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Multnomah County Monthly Jail Statistics 

July 2009 
 

During July 2009 there were several important developments impacting the jail statistics described in this report:  

Capacity was reduced from 1413 to 1367 inmates.  A new “open booking” policy was implemented that allows 

law enforcement to bring nearly all arrestees to jail and eliminates Cite & ID bookings.  Project 57, which 

provided a small number of jail beds for nuisance offenders who would otherwise be released on recognizance, 

was also eliminated.  (The last bookings reported as Cite & ID or Project 57 occurred on July 6.) 

 

Standard bookings soared to 3013 in July, the highest number observed in the past 18 months of tracking.  

Turn-self-in (TSI) bookings dropped from June to July (from 269 to 220), while the number of in-transit 

bookings remained stable at 101.  Project 57 bookings and Cite & ID bookings dropped to nearly nil.  The daily 

count of exclusive USM inmates ranged from 127 to 166 in July. 

 

Average length of stay (ALS) dropped by a little more than a day from June to July (from 15.61 to 14.21 days).  

This is the shortest average length of stay observed in the past 18 months. Average daily population (ADP) also 

fell slightly in July to1289 inmates.   

 

Total releases jumped to 3038 in July, the largest number in the past 18 months.  Concomitantly, recognizance 

releases nearly doubled from June to July, rising from 627 to 1180. A total of 25 pre-trial inmates were subject to 

force release (also known as an emergency population release or EPR) on two consecutive days during mid July.  

July releases between 12 AM and 8 AM, the time of day when access to transportation and social services is 

most limited, included 131 time-served offenders and 5 of the 25 inmates who were force released.   

 

From July 1
st
 to August 1

st
, the count of inmates jailed on holds declined slightly (to 503), while the number of 

pre-trial and post-trial inmates remained almost unchanged (at 469 and 304, respectively). Inmates jailed pre-trial 

more than 150 days increased to 72 on August 1
st
, while the number of inmates jailed pre-trial on murder charges 

dropped to 49.  
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*Court-ordered and recognizance releases not included. 
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*Red bars indicate days on which EPRs occurred, if any.  Note that EPRs do not always or only occur when capacity exceeds the 97% threshold.  

Efforts are made to balance the population to the demands of the classification system for specific types of jail beds and balance the space needs 

for male or female inmates.  Additionally, jail capacity varies throughout the day, with these capacity calculations based on 10PM population 
counts.   
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
