DESCRIPTION OF FALSE ALARM PENALTIES DURING A PERMIT YEAR:

Permit years are NOT calendar years. They are established on the date the application is processed.

Maywood/Multnomah Troutdale/ Wood Village Gresham
First False Alarm No Charge No Charge $61
Second False Alarm $50 $75 $90
Third False Alarm $75 $100 $119
Fourth False Alarm * $100 $200 $235
Fifth or subsequent Alarm** $200 $300 $352

Failure to pay false alarm penalties before the invoice due date will result in a $25 late fee charge ($29 in Gresham).
Continued failure to pay false alarm fines will result in suspension of police response to the alarm.

*  Police response to the alarm may be suspended after the fourth false alarm. Suspension may be lifted if
corrective action is taken and submitted in writing

**  Police response to the alarm may be revoked for the remainder of the permit year after the fifth false alarm.

PENALTIES FOR FAILURE TO OBTAIN / MAINTAIN PERMIT

e Failure to apply for a permit within 30 days after the alarm system becomes operative may result in a late fee
assessment ($29 for Gresham alarm users, $25 for all other users).

e Failure to renew a permit within 30 days of expiration date will result in a late fee assessment ($29 for
Gresham alarm users, $25 for all other users).

e Failure to obtain and/or maintain an alarm permit (including payment of fines or fees) may result in suspension
of police response to the alarm.

e You move or have your alarm system disconnected. Failure to cancel your alarm permit in a timely manner
may result in charges against your permit account even after you move or disconnect your alarm.
